Flu vaccines are now recommended for all children ages 6 months to 18 years of age.  This adds approximately 30 million children to the cohorts previously targeted for flu vaccination and poses a considerable logistical challenge for providers.  We appreciate that school-based health care providers face overwhelming demands on their time.  However by implementing a school-based flu clinic, you can help reduce the incidence of flu in your school.  Our speakers will provide the basic steps necessary to setting up a successful flu clinic. Participating in this program now will offer plenty of lead time to begin setting the stage for next year’s flu season.

In November 2008, the Milford school system piloted a school-based flu clinic.
